Many students receive state grants and they are provided with hostels. Senior students are
given vocational training during the pedagogical practice at schools. While practicing they must
master their teaching skills and | tutorial experience getting more knowledge about their
profession. The undergraduates and senior students carry out research in different branches of
science. The aim of the research work carried out by students is to solve the most pressing
educational problems, to study and use the progressive, pedagogical experience of others during
their work at school.

The students go in for sports, they participate in organizing various types of recreational
activities for children, they stage concerts.
